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The Bulgarian side got acquainted with this Project at a rather late stage: it was only in the beginning of September of the current year that contacts were established and the discussion about the translation of the ICNP got underway. Despite the short period of time the team from National Center of Public Health and the Nursing Faculty at the Medical University in Sofia made an attempt to do it and succeeded in translating the chapters of the Nursing Actions Classification Axis 2A and Axis 2H.The translation has been done from a philological and textual point of view, but so far has not been discussed nether with the specialists, working in the field of nursing care training, nor among the nurses themselves.


This first attempt was undertaken with the aim to explore the possibility for this ICNP to be translated and implemented in Bulgaria. It should be noted that this short period of time was sufficient for the following findings: 

· The classification can be translated and adapted for implementation within the condition of the now existing health system in Bulgaria;

· We see the usefulness of this implementation in several directions:

· unification of the documented recordings of the nursing care, which on its part provides  an opportunity for the elimination of the variations in the nursing care, thus forming the basis for evaluation of quality.

· Creating an opportunity for making comparisons regarding the level and quality of nursing services on local, regional, national and international scale.

· Implementation of contemporary information technologies within the sphere of nursing cares, as well.

Here is what should be done, to our mind, in Bulgaria in the future:

· Get acquainted in details with the work done by the other countries participating in the Project;

· Prepare and deliver to medical public data about the advantages and opportunities of the offered classification.

· Engage the attention of the institutions concerned, as well as of nurses themselves, to the opportunities of the classification.

· Organize and carry out a relative training on those problems.

· Following the translations a consensus should be achieved on thedefinitions in the Bulgarian language on the basis of joint discussions with representatives from Ministry of Health, nurses, doctors, scientific organizations and the National Insurance Fund

In line with the stated above we are confident that the present Conference will provide the opportunity to get acquainted with the achievements, to study the experience of the other countries, to examine the experience in the field of nursing training and scientific researches in the sphere of nursing care, and to implement modern information technologies within the nursing care, as well.
